The Samiksha Scholarships Program

Samiksha Foundation- Caring for Children with Cancer Trust, launched the “Samiksha Scholarships
program” on 25 March 2018. To recognise and award young cancer survivors, continuing their
education, funds were disbursed to the students qualified under the program on the basis of
following criteria:

=  The child should have gone through the cancer treatment and been a part of Samiksha

Learning program
= The child is actively pursuing higher education at school and college (8t grade and
above)

= Recommendations by the doctors are taken into account
There were 3 series of disbursements of the scholarships, of Rs. 10,000 each, to the eligible 55
students by individual and corporate donors.
> Series 1 - 25'™ March, 2018
20 students were awarded the scholarship, partly supported by ‘ACCEL PARTNERS’
> Series 2 —23" June, 2018
14 students were awarded the scholarship, supported by ‘DEVJANI PILLAI SCHOLARSHIP FUND
(DPSF)’ through ‘LET’S DO SOME GOOD (LDSG) FOUNDATION’
Series 3 — 6" January, 2019
45 scholarships were awarded, of which, 28 students were supported by ‘DEVJANI PILLAI
